Homework in English, Hindi, Maths, and other subjects is assigned every day. Parents
and guardians are requested to ensure that their children complete their homework

Attendance

e Students must maintain regular and punctual attendance. A leave application must

regularly.

be submitted to the Principal's office. In case of illness or unforeseen circumstances,
the guardian should inform the Principal in writing as soon as possible. A minimum of
90% attendance is required during the academic year.

e Every student must be present on the first day after each vacation. No leave other
than medical leave will be granted during exams.

e 100% attendance is mandatory on "Independence Day," "Teachers' Day," the Annual
Function, and other celebratory days. Absentees on these days will face penalties as
per school regulations.

Students are expected to uphold high standards of good manners, behaviour, and

etiquette. Any involvement in indiscipline or offensive conduct may result in

expulsion from the school without notice.
Students should arrive at school atleast 10 minutes before it starts. Upon the bell, all




students must proceed silently to the assembly area.

Speaking in English is required on school premises.

Care must be taken of all school property; students should not damage desks or
other furniture or write or draw on walls.

No other books, magazines, or papers should be brought to school.

Students are not permitted to leave the school premises during school hours without
the Principal’s permission.

Students should not bring cash, electronic gadgets/valuable ornaments to the

Recommendation to Parents
